Cabin Project Update

In 2023 we launched an ambitious campaign to
double our Gospel Impact by converting our summer
bunkhouses into yearround cabins, adding new
shower facilities and building a program center that
will contain a new dining hall, meeting spaces, and a
gymnasium. The estimated cost of the total project,
which is to be completed in four phases, is roughly
$4.6 million.

We quickly completed phase 1 which was the
addition of a new shower house facility for overnight
camp. Shortly after that we started raising funds for
phase 2 which includes the 10 new cabins and a
second shower house. We have raised more than
half of the $1.6 million to fully fund this phase.

The original plan was to have the first five cabins in
place for summer 2025. However, we are still
awaiting final approval from our township. This is
causing us to delay those first cabins. Jason Martin,
