
First Cabins Arriving for 2026  
We have exciting news about our Mission 4:12 

Initiative.  After nearly a year, we received the 

necessary approvals to proceed. The first five 

cabins are ordered. Already, we have moved 

the four bunkhouses that are being 

replaced and site preparation has begun!  

The plan is to have five cabins ready for 

summer camp 2026. Included in this phase is 

enlarging of the pond which will have an 

amphitheater area. Dirt is being moved to level 

the Cedar Lane Ball Field and finalize the 

placement of our new disc golf course. 

Mission 4:12 is our ambitious plan to double 

our kingdom impact by creating up to 140 year

-round beds. The cabins will be used for 

Woodcrest sponsored programming such as 

school field trips, youth weekends, and family 

camps. Additionally, the cabins will provide rental 

space for churches to run their own retreats and 

events. When all phases are completed there will 

be an activity center with a gym and dining hall that 

will be used by groups using the cabins.   

This autumn, we are pursuing the funds to 

complete Phase 2, which includes another five 

cabins and a second shower house. We are asking 

God to stir hearts to raise roughly $600,000 to 

complete this phase by the end of next year.   

Look for our year-end letter in November. It will 

provide more details about this project and how it 

croqebop Tlla`obpq$p jfppflk ^ka t^vp clo vlr ql 

partner with us to see this vision become reality.  

Where are They Now? 

You will find the four old bunkhouses in new places 

around camp. Two will now provide a homebase for 

our summer staff training program. The other two 

are now in the campground where our two tent 

sites were. These are being repurposed as family 

camping cabins available for rent in the summer. 

The vision is to have a double bed and two 

bunkbeds with a table and stools. We have plans 

on adding water and electric to provide a great 

space for families looking to experience the wonder 

of God.
